The binder is fossil free and made from corn, lemon peels and other food waste. The food
waste is based on side- and waste streams from the food industry, e.g., from juice
production.

Product is FSC certified according to “Mixed Sources” certification number DNV-COC-
000148.

Packaging
Polyethylene & Polypropylene are used for packaging purposes.

The corrugated board box is unbleached and to a large extent made of recycled fibers.
